LISTED ENTRIES: All cats entered in kitten, championship and premiership classes must be
registered with CCA. Kitten entries will be accepted with the CCA litter registration number.
Non-championship entries from other associations may be entered with a listing number for
this show. A listing number can be obtained from the CCA office upon payment of a $10.00
listed fee (for members) accompanied by the name of the cat, registration number from the
other registry, the name of the host club and the date of the show to be entered. Failure to
received payment for entries disqualifies the exhibitor and all his/her cats from future CCA
shows until all debts are paid for to the club involved.

HOUSEHOLD PETS: Household pets that are eight months or older must be spayed
or neutered. They will be judged in all rings. DECLAWED CATS ARE NOT ELIGIBLE FOR
ENTRY IN ANY CLASS.

KITTENS FOR SALE: They must be four months of age to be in the show hall. Owners
should have CCA litter registrations on hand to verify the age of the kittens for sale.

This will be a non-vetted show. Entries are expected to have current vaccinations and to be
free from fleas, ear mites, fungus and disease. A Veterinarian will be on call.

EXHIBITOR CHECK-IN: All entries must check in with the Entry Clerk. Check in

will start at 7:30 am. Cats should be brought to the Show Hall in a carrier. Bring your
grooming aids, cage curtains, litter pan and dishes. Litter will be provided.

Be sure to bath and groom your cat a day or two prior to the show. Cats’ nails must be
trimmed.

Judging will begin at 9 am on both days.
